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POPULARIZATION OF THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE STUDY
ON THE REGIONAL SCALE

The study of foreign languages has become of vital importance for our
country on its way towards the EU. The process of international communication,
job search or study abroad requires not only professional qualifications, but
profound knowledge of foreign languages as well. The language policy of the EU
stipulates that mastering foreign languages is a key competence for successful
career and participation in economic and public life. Hence, the greater part of
the EU population knows at least two foreign languages, English being one of
them. 38% of Europeans can speak fluent English. According to EF English
Proficiency Index, 70.94% of population knows English in Sweden, 70.58% - in
the Netherlands, and 70.05% - in Denmark [2].

Taking into account the above mentioned, the President of Ukraine Petro
Poroshenko signed Decree “On Declaring 2016 the Year of English Language in
Ukraine”. According to it, the Cabinet of Ministers was instructed to elaborate and
approve a complex of measures for 2016 and the following years aimed to intensify
English studying in Ukraine [1]. This complex of measures includes organizing
different language courses on the basis of higher education establishments,
teaching various subjects in English, increasing the number of language clubs,
holding the Olympiads, developing mutual exchange of pupils and students
between educational establishments of Ukraine and foreign countries, etc.

What concerns Chernivtsi region, its economy is focused on innovation and
investment model of development as well as the cooperation with European
countries, including cross-border cooperation. Consequently, the proper knowledge
of foreign languages, English in particular, is one of the necessary requirements for
candidates willing to work in companies engaged in such cooperation. However, the
most part of the candidates doesn't meet this very requirement.

Thus, one of the key problems to be solved is how to intensify the study of
English in our region, and how to improve the level of its proficiency. In this
regard, some essential measures have already been undertaken.
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
